WHAT FISH IS IT?  
 

This family has 26 species in Australia, 90 world-wide and are mainly 

deep water species. They are Southern Hemisphere relatives of the true 

cods in the North Atlantic, although most are caught in deep water, 

occasionally beach anglers catch one. 

 

They have large bulbous heads with a short barbell under the chin. The 

long tapering body has long dorsal and anal fins, caudal fin round. The 

pelvic fins are set well forward, under the junction of the gill slits.  

Length 65cm. Colour reddish brown.

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OCTOPIE:   
The family of octopus is really unique in so much as they belong to a 

variety of similar animals and are one of the few animals on earth that 

can change into nearly every colour known to man at will. 45% of what a 

man eats goes to providing his energy and he excretes 55%. An octopus 

uses 85% of what it consumes and only excretes 15%, which makes it 

better to be on earth than man because it wastes less of the environment.  

 

Many of us only know the common octopus Vulgaris that are found in 

all the worldôs seas as well off our local beach. But there are several 

species that are in the seas of our earth. Vulgaris are generally sexually 

matured at the age of three to four months, the female will have sex with 

several males, whose eighth arm is their peregrinating organ, from which 

she will save their sperm in a sac within her body, then at approximately 

the twelfth month, her eggs are fully developed, she will use the sperm to 

fertilize her approximately 250,000 eggs, then dies a few days later. 

 

One of the small specie the (Blue-ring octopus) Hapalochlaena 

maculosa is to be feared, because it carries the most deadly poison of all 

earthôs creatures, death can occur in seven minutes. A friend threw one at 

his mate at a northern beach thirty years ago and he died before they 

could start resuscitation on him. 

 

Then there is one that lives in the worldôs deepest oceans, (the Giant 

Pacific Octopus) it has been known to weigh in at 270 kilo with arms of 

9m. This specie can live to five years and the same as the common 

octopus, dies shortly after fertilizing her eggs. This specie was the myth 

and legend of many of the old sailing ships crews the monsters of the 

deep.
