Where is their spawning area?

BADLY NEED ED:

Tailor fish frames or the whole fish from over a big area of the WA State
are badly needed by marine biologist Paul Lewis of Fishery Marine
Research. The Fisheries, with volunteer workers working as fishers, have
caught, and a percentage tagged themrned to the water, over ten
thousand tailor, in the last 16 years, studying every aspect of the species.
But unfortunately, the scientists have not been able to find their major
aggregation area (breeding grounds).

What is needed urgently now, are ®Baifish frames or whole fish from

both north and south of WA. This is so the scientists can take the otoliths
from the area above the brain to determine the age and the gonads from
within the bodyds gut ar ea, t o fi
animal is, for spawning.

As tailor are now mostly only caught recreationally, it is up to us the
recreational fishers to put something back into the sport that we all love
so much. We can still catch and eat our taiédr that is askeds that

when you takethe two slabs of side flesh off the fish, you save the
frame, even if it is only one or two fish. Write the date of capture, a
rough area from where you caught the tailor and if ieplyyour name

you will be credited in the research. Take the fishnp af theSt at e 6 s
Fi sheries offices, or down to the
Boat Harbour.
