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NEW CLUB YEAR: 
Well the club new club year has started and one wonders what is in store for 
our club? Also the other beach fishing clubs. With the coming of each new 
year, clubs have found it harder to arrange successful field days. 
Developments of new housing and holiday areas have caused restrictions on 
where members can fish or travel too. Very few areas are left where 
members can drive their vehicles on the beaches and most times this is 
needed if you have just travelled 500ks for an overnight fishing 
competition, plus so many recreational fishers are now in their late years of 
life and find it hard to walk over sand hills to get to the fishing water. 
There are areas you have been fishing at a field day for the last decade, are 
now a holiday beach resort and holiday homes with new “No Fishing” 
allowed zones. 
Beach fishing members must be prepared to forego and forfeit more fishing 
venues, because development will continue as the state population grows, 
this will probably make some changes to their by-laws, force on them by 
changing fishing venues, smaller venues and government laws. 
Most beach club members agree with Marine Parks, these seldom put 
restrictions on fishing from the beach, but at times, do remove areas from 
which they are allowed to enter, to fish. Sanctuary zones at times are 
misplaced; they are put in position to protect fish, but those fishing from the 
beach, mostly target pelagic species of fish, of which many are spawned 
sometimes thousands of klms from place of capture, plus the other 
protected measure, beach fishers can only cast approx 40-50 metres with a 
sinker and fish as a bait. Very few fish come this close to shore, the main 
mass of the school are out a lot further. Most clubs have By-Laws and bag 
limits that are lower than those put in place by government, with some club 
by-laws and bag limits bordering on the ridiculous. Most beach fishing club 
members are contented with the government bag limits, but would like to 
see the category 3 species, herring and such, bag limit at twenty (20). Beach 
Fishing licences won’t protect the fish stocks, other than stopping dad 
taking children to the beach and teaching them to fish conservation wise, all 
that licences will do, is put an extra burden on the family’s budget, fish 
don’t know if the bait is a licensed bait or un-licensed bait.

CAN THEY? 
Among the vast wealth of natural resources in the sea, the most obvious is 
food. Estimates vary from forty million tons to two hundred million tons. 
Nobody really knows with accuracy. But of a more concern are the 
scientific questions:  Can the seas of the world be depleted of fish? Should 
commercial fisheries be more selective in their choice of fish to catch? Can 
the natural balance of life in the sea be upset by large scale fishing? 
If a certain species of fish is depleted, other fish that feed on them may 
either be destroyed by starvation or in turn destroys another species upon 
which mankind depends for food. It is known that many kinds of fish and 
sea animals live off plankton, microscopic creatures and plants that are high 
in protein. The word “plankton” is Greek, meaning “the wanderer”. 
Zooplankton are tiny animals that can be seen best through a microscope. 
They include a great variety of shellfish, such as minute lobster-like 
creatures and odd looking shrimps, squids, sea worms, flatfish, and 
jellyfish. 
Phytoplankton are microscopic one-cell plants that exist in great variety. 
The most abundant of these are the algae diatoms that have almost precise 
geometric shapes: when magnified, they appear as double-sectioned tubes 
or cylinders. Dino flagellates are another type of minute plant that crowd 
the ocean waters. These cause the sea to glow at night with their 
luminescence. The zooplankton feed upon the phytoplankton and between 
them they are probably more numerous than any other single-cell or multi-
celled creature in the world. Even the insects cannot complete in numbers 
with the zooplankton. The plankton families move with the tides and 
currents, migrating in this way over thousands of kilometres until they settle 
in areas of the ocean where temperature conditions are beneficial to their 
life and growth. Many of the larger sea creatures, to keep alive, must follow 
them in their uncontrolled journeys around the world’s oceans. 
Plankton themselves have been proposed by some marine biologists as an 
endless source of human food. These scientists say that when the population 
of earth expands to certain point, not only will the need for fresh water 
increase by astronomical numbers but food supply on land will be 
depressingly inadequate. The protein rich plankton might solve this 
problem for the human race. 
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SEA MONSTERS:  
Many great explorers of the sea were motivated by scientific curiosity in 
their epic attempts to conquer winds, weather and deep waters. But 
others looked on the sea as a mysterious force that could be tamed only 
by superstition and incantation. Out of this came many myths of the 
deep. The use of sculpture carved from wood on the prow of ships goes 
back as far as the early Norse mariners and the Tenth century A.D. and, 
in fact, can be traced even further beyond in history- if river boats are 
included as well as seagoing craft. Along the Nile of Ancient Egypt, 
Cleopatra luxuriously cruised the river in a boat with a carved prow fifty-
odd years before the birth of Christ. 
According to legend, the use of figure-heads on ships began with the 
superstition that a sculpture with open eyes-whether it was carved to 
depict a man, woman, or beast-could give a ship the sharp sight to avoid 
sea monsters, fog and other hazards of the sea.  
Later, during the eighteenth and ninetieth centuries, the lore of 
figureheads developed more sophistication. Sometimes great sculptors 
carved them to represent the gods of the sea and sky, the spirit of liberty, 
biblical characters, beautiful semi-nude women to overcome the fatal 
charms of the mermaids and sirens. 
During that period, sea monsters were often “seen” and word of each 
sighting spread wildly, gaining rapid public acceptance. Ripples in the 
water of a harbour were often accepted as indicating the present of a sea 
serpent. 
 More recently, the famous sea serpent of Loch Ness in Scotland revived 
the old stories. Nobody has ever observed the Loch Ness monster long 
enough to photograph it. But many persons have seen something. What it 
is, nobody really knows. The same situation was probably true of all the 
earlier sightings. Are there actually sea monsters? 
Again, nobody can say with certainty. They are one of the many secrets 
of the sea. 
 
Remember always take a few black plastic bags on fishing trips to bring the rubbish home 
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OCEAN AIR: 
The surface of the sea is a mask of many moods. Behind it lie the busiest, 
most fertile, most arid and the most mysterious regions of the world. Before 
it lies the great air-ocean that gives life to all land creatures, except for a 
few microscopic bacteria which extract their oxygen from certain chemical 
compounds, such as sulphides and iron oxides. The ocean of air has been 
effectively conquered by man. Even the murky thickness of the total 
atmosphere has been conquered: from outer space, man can now analyse the 
evolution of stars and the violet forces and   energies of the Universe with a 
precision previously confounded by the distorting “lens” of the atmosphere. 
The oceans of water have not been conquered. Their surfaces, let alone their 
depths, have been barley plumbed. And where the air-ocean meets the 
oceans of water, at this interface, new mysteries appear. For the interaction 
between the atmosphere and the seas creates unpredictable temperature 
variations, the migrations of air masses and the migration of water currents. 
Within the oceans is a universe apart- rivers flow inside the sea, valleys, 
plains, plateaus and mountains, even volcanoes, spot this underwater 
universe. Springs of fresh water have been found beneath the salty sea, 
along the continental shelves. All the natural resources on land exist more 
plentiful in the oceans, according to reliable estimates.  
Perhaps this was why one form of prehistoric mammal, a furry creature 
with four legs, went to sea and transformed itself to live in the oceans. 
Some palaeontologists feel that it was the fore runner of the horse. Others 
feel that it was a kind of distant ancestor of the bear. It was a small animal 
then, in those dim days before history was recorded. Today, in some of its 
forms, it is a Leviathan of the oceans. It was the whale, which had become 
so well adapted to the land and yet finally succumbed to a mysterious 
attraction for the oceans depths.  
This mystic attraction for salt water might also explain why sea birds 
evolved, apart from the abundant food available. Why do some species of 
birds have a taste for fish, rather than for berries and seeds? 
The same question might be asked of all sea animals. There is no answer; it 
is another secret of the sea. 
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DO YOU KNOW THAT? 
The herring you catch locally is not a true herring at all but is in a small 
family of their own “Arripidae” which only contains two species. 
The fish is now commonly called “West Australian Herring”, Arripis 
georgianus, it used to be called Ruff; Tommy Rough and some recreational 
fishers in South Australia still call it Tommy Rough. The fish does grow to 
41cm, although average specimens do not measure more than 23-25cm. It is 
very abundant in both WA and SA, but is in less numbers in Victoria, New 
South Wales and Tasmania. Lots of their breeding is in WA around 
Rottnest and local beaches in April May and the eggs and young are carried 
south to SA by the Leeuwin current then at the age of one year they make 
their way back up the WA coast. 
The other member of the family is the Australian Salmon Arripis trutta. As 
with the herring they are in the same states, although the New South Wales 
fish is slightly different in that it prefers shrimps and other small 
crustaceans as food other than small fish like those of SA and WA. The 
scientific name is Arripis trutta trutta. The only way which different 
recognition of the two species, is by a gill rake inspection. Although it is 
slightly smaller in size. When as juveniles, few people can tell salmon from 
herring.  
Salmon a bit like the herring, leave SA or the Great Australian Bight and 
arrive at the Cape to Cape area on their annual spawning run April, May 
each year, with some making it to Rottnest and Perth’s local beaches. When 
water temperatures are too high for them, they will stay out in deep colder 
waters. When travelling to their spawning beaches they travel only a few 
hundred metres from the shore line, which make seine netting possible and 
most are taken by the commercial fishers by this method. Because they are 
powerful swimmers, they preheat their driving side muscles with the spent 
blood of their circulation on the way back to the heart and gill for re-
oxygenation, this gives the muscle more strength. Thus these side muscles 
have some red flesh. 
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Whale Shark Giants:  
             (Rhincodon typus) Maximum Length = 50 feet (15.2 metres) Maximum Weight = 13 tons (12 

Tonnes)*  

This gigantic creature is the largest living shark as well as the largest living fish of any 
kind.  The Whale Shark is, in fact, as large, or larger, than most cetaceans and only a 
few whales grow larger.  It sports one of the most distinctive pigmentation patterns in 
Nature, being greyish, bluish, or brownish above and covered with a geometric pattern 
of whitish spots and vertical bars that has earned it the nick-name "checkerboard 
shark".  The Whale Shark has the thickest skin of any animal, measuring up to 6 inches 
(15 centimeters) thick on the back.  It is generally not aggressive toward humans, 
being a filter-feeder that has huge, spongy plates inside its gill slits and only tiny teeth 
arranged in over 300 rows (its genus name, Rhincodon, means "rasp tooth").   The 
Whale Shark often assumes a vertical orientation while feeding, relying on a 
combination of up-and-down 'pumping' in the water column and oro-pharyngeal 
suction to capture food.  This combination renders the Whale Shark more versatile 
than most filter-feeders, preying heavily on small planktonic organisms as well as 
larger creatures up to and including small tunas. The Whale Shark is found throughout 
the world in tropical waters, sometimes venturing into colder water at higher latitudes 
during summer months.  Recent tagging and telemetry studies indicate that it is a 
highly nomadic species, individuals apparently following plankton blooms around 
their native ocean basin.  For example, in the 1990's, it was discovered that large 
numbers of Whale Sharks congregate each March and April at Ningaloo Reef, off the 
coast of Western Australia, apparently to feed on the coral eggs and other small 
creatures whose populations bloom in response to the mass coral spawning that occurs 
annually at that time.  Until recently, it was thought that the Whale Shark was an egg-
layer, based on a single egg case found in 1955. But in 1995, a pregnant Whale Shark 
was harpooned off Taiwan that contained over 300 perfectly formed pups, apparently 
ready to be born alive.  This is the largest litter size known for any species of shark.

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DANGEROUSLY SMALL:  
At one time or another during our youth years we all have collected and put 
into an aquarium those little fish that live in the lakes and small ponds 
around the state, without fully knowing anything about their life cycle or 
what a dangerous and voracious  animal that they are.    
Of course we are talking about the Mosquito Fish. It is probably mostly 
known fish by its scientific name Gambusia affinis and is more familiar to 
the general public than any other fish.  
When this fish was first introduced into Australia is a bit sketchy. They are 
now in every states streams and rivers of Australia. Our fore politicians 
introduced them from South America to control the mosquitos, or so they 
thought, because they eat quite a lot of mosquito wrigglers. What they 
didn’t realise was all of the Australian native fish loved eating the mosquito 
wrigglers also, but what they also didn’t know, is that the Gambusia also 
love eating other fish, even many sizes bigger than themselves. They start 
by nibbling away the caudal fin (tail) of the larger fish, then when it is 
practically immobile they start eating away at the anus so the fish finally 
dies. 
In approx 1934-5 they were introduced into Lake Monger in Leederville to 
control the yearly hot nights build up of midgies.  
Gambusia being prolific breeders, every few weeks giving birth to live 
young. The anterior anal rays of the male produces to form an intromittent 
organ, it was not long before they were in the lake by thousands. The only 
problem was that the midgies still occurred on the hot summer nights. It 
was realized they were no better at controlling the mosquitos and midgies 
than the native fish, by this time nearly all the native fish had been 
overtaken the Gambusia.  
There is no solution to how they can be removed from the Australian water 
ways, so they eventually evolve in the thousands of coming years to be part 
of the environment of our continent. What will occur with WA native 
species; such as Jolly tails, pigmy perch, native trout, gilgie, marron, 
koonac, and lampreys, will they remain and survive living with Gambusia 
will remain a mystery to us? Already their numbers are being depleted.

KEEPING FISH FRESH: 
Over the years anglers and members of all clubs have always tried to keep 
their fish captures in top conditions so when they reach the table for eating 
the flesh is enjoyable. 
First when ice and refrigeration was scarce, fish was gilled and gutted and 
salt was used extensively, then ice was made available, but was hard to 
keep.  Once again fish were gilled and gutted then placed on ice. Then 
portable freezers come along, with most fish then being frozen, after gill 
and gutting. 
Scientists were employed to find the best way to keep fish fresh for the 
commercial market with the results outstanding. “Ice Sully”.  Ice put in the 
salty sea water and the fish placed in whole with out gutting. It was found 
that fish keep 14 days longer than those gilled and guttered. The reason 
being that when you cut open a fish you leave it open to bacteria attack 
straight to the flesh. When a fish is whole its scales, skin, and mucus has a 
natural barrier to infection. 
Some anglers even to day gill and gut to try and keep their catch in edible  
condition, even after knowing all the facts,. Habits are hard to change. 
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Suspicious Tackle box found as package 
12th March 2009, 14:14 WST  
The bomb squad rushed to Sydney's CBD on Thursday only to discover that 
a package left under a motorcycle was an innocuous tackle box full of 
fishing gear. Phillip Street went into lockdown around noon (AEDT) after a 
passerby noticed the box resting among a row of motorcycles parked 
outside the NSW Rugby League Headquarters. 
A number of buildings were evacuated in the area, including the Queens 
Square tower, housing courtrooms for the NSW Supreme Court and the 
Federal Court. 
The street was closed off between Martin Place and King Street to vehicle 
and pedestrian traffic. 
Courier Matthew Smith had identified the item when police rushed in to 
clear the area. "It's like a tackle box but it had a padlock on it," Mr Smith 
told AAP. 
"I was in the middle of a job, I've got a tonne of boxes in the street. They 
(police) told us to stop and come to the end of the street." 
Sniffer dogs, the bomb squad and a pack of police cars and rescue trucks 
were on the scene for over an hour while the tackle box was carefully 
examined without being disturbed. 
Meanwhile, lawyers from the court building stood on the pavement working 
on their legal papers and crowds gathered at the edges of the exclusion zone. 
"A decision was taken to move some people from the location," Inspector 
Pat Morris told reporters at the scene. "We don't let the area be open to the 
public unless we're 100 per cent sure that it is safe to do so." 
About 1.20pm, a bomb squad officer returned from the scene in a relaxed 
state, carrying the box in his hand. 
After examination, it was determined a forgetful fisherman was to blame 
for the false alarm. 
"It was examined and found to be items consistent with fishing," Inspector 
Morris said. Police did not know who the tackle box belonged to and did 
not find anything inside that identified its owner. 
The street was reopened and police left the scene a short time later.

Preoperculum and 
operculum with a series of coarsely serrated ridges and a few small 
spines. Eye moderately large. The body scales are rough to the touch, 
and bear small spines on their margines.     A series of 9-11 scutes 
between the ventral and anal fins. Caudal fin forked   
Colour  iridescent silver, suffused with blood red.. Length 46cm   
Distribution: Western Australia and South Australia 
The flesh is quite tasty.
